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CRUISER’S COVE SAILING CLUB
CLUB RULES AND BY-LAWS
These rules and guidelines are presented with the intent to provide the most enjoyable experience possible for club members and guests.  Club Rules will be prominently posted on the Club premises.  Please be considerate of your fellow club members when using these facilities.  These rules become a part of the Club Lease agreement.
US Corps of Engineers and State of Oklahoma rules and regulations pertaining to Cruiser’s Cove Recreation Area and boating in general shall be an integral part of Club rules, including rules for boating safety, anchor lines for boats, etc.

All boat owners are responsible for maintaining their own insurance for theft, fire, wind storm, other damage, liability, etc.  All members/boat owners agree to hold CCSC harmless for any damage to the member’s boat or personal property, or for personal injury sustained on club premises.  All guests must be accompanied by members while using Club premises and guests must abide by club rules while in attendance.  Members will be responsible for guests and any damages or charges incurred by their guests.
Dock slips are assigned as they become available and should be used by the boat intended.  Requests for specific slips should be made to the Club Manager.  Individual owners may negotiate with each other to switch slips, but must notify Club Management before making the move.  Please be mindful that heavier sailboats should be placed closest to the shore line.  Each member agrees that his boat may be moved to another slip by the Club Managers should such become necessary.  Management will notify the owner of any such moves.  Boat trailer storage is free for members in good standing.

Boat owners are responsible for maintaining adequate dock lines and mooring lines for their boats.  These lines should be checked regularly and replaced when they show signs of deterioration.  Boats should be secured as tightly as possible in the slips to prevent undue jerking of dock and deck cleats.  Club Management will attempt to secure boats which have broken loose, but makes no warranty as to the adequacy of such or the safety of the boat.  A fee for the cost of such service will be assessed to the boat owner/member.
In order that the Club can continue to grow and make improvements it is necessary for all members to make a 12 month commitment, hence the annual lease.  Only if Club Management is confident of continued income will it be possible to budget needed capital improvements.  
Membership without renting a dock slip may be made available at the discretion of Club Management.  Annual dues and dock maintenance fees remain in effect regardless of whether a dock slip is rented.  Mooring buoys may be made available for members who do not wish to rent dock slip space.  Boats may also be stored in the trailer storage areas (dry sailing).  Rent for moorings and storage, if available, will be a lower rate than for dock slips.  However, a member who wants to maintain his/her dock slip, even when the boat is removed from the water (such as winter storage) must still pay the dock slip rent.  The annual lease applies.  Changes to the lease may be made in accordance with the lease document by giving 30 days notice prior to any annual expiration date. 
An annual Dock Maintenance Fee of $120 (subject to change with 30 day notice) will be assessed to all boat owners and will be payable with the first quarter billing for current members and will be prorated for members joining during the year. The fee will be waived for any boat owner/club member who participates in one Club Workday per year.  This fee will be used exclusively for maintenance of docks, roads, structures, etc.
New members are welcome to join CCSC.  Any current member who refers a potential member that is accepted and signs an annual lease for a dock slip will receive a waiver of the annual dock maintenance fee, or one month free dock slip rent, whichever the referring member chooses.  Be sure to notify management of the referral.
Annual member meetings will be held in November or December and at a time and place to be designated 30 days in advance.  A Commodore may be elected at the annual meeting from among the club membership to serve a 3 year term.  

Committees may be established by Club Members for the purpose of enhancing the enjoyment of the CCSC.   Each committee shall elect its own Vice Commodore as leader.
· Social Committee:  Responsible for planning Holiday Parties and regatta events such as pot-luck dinners, picnics, etc.
· Racing Committee:  Responsible for setting the schedule and rules for sailboat racing; i.e. regular season races, member-only races, invitational regattas, special races, one-class racing, etc.

· Facilities Committee:  Responsible for suggesting improvements and needs of the club to management.

· Membership Committee:  Responsible for approving applications for membership in the CCSC and for recruitment of new members.
REVOCATION OF MEMBERSHIP – Blatant violation of Club rules and/or the lease will be considered DEFAULT and the member will be considered for revocation of membership.  The membership committee will set a meeting for this purpose and notify the said member.  The member shall have the right to attend and state his/her case to retain membership.  Discussion and voting will be confidential and only the result of the meeting will be made available to the member.  No discussion outside of this meeting shall be made with any other Club member or outside party unless required by law or statute.
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
